Assembly advice

e Ensure that two people assemble the product together. Parts can be heavy,
especially when lifting glass.

e Power tools are not required to assemble this product. Everything you need for the
build is included with the furniture.

e Check that you have all the parts listed before you discard any packaging.

e Assemble the furniture on a non-abrasive surface such as a dust sheet or the
original cardboard packaging.

e Do not over-tighten screws.

e Please ensure product is fully assembled before use.

e Keep small parts out of reach of children.

e Make sure all legs are fitted securely and are in contact with the ground.

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STEP ONE,

Place the table top upside down on a soft surface and attach the (C) Adjustable
adjustable base. Align the holes on the table top and adjustable Base x1
base, then screw together securely using the screws and washers

provided. (D) Allen Key

STEP TWO e

Once the adjustable base is securely attached to the underside of
the table top, carefully flip the table onto its feet and gently ease
the safety glass onto the table top.




STEP THREE

To change the height of the table, two people need to stand either side of the table top. Put one
foot in the gap on the base to ensure the product doesn’'t move when adjusting. Lift the table
top up and then gently adjust the position the tabletop until it hooks into place. The hook is on
the inside of the table base. Reverse this process to lower the table.

Your product is now ready for use

The hard work is done and your Bramblecrest furniture is now ready for the great outdoors.

To enhance the long term use of your furniture, we suggest that you periodically check it to
ensure that all components are in the proper position and free from damage; also make sure
connectors are tight and secure. Please keep these instructions for future reference.




CARE & MAINTENANCE

To uphold the terms and conditions outlined in our guarantee and to maintain the condition
of your Bramblecrest furniture, we recommend that you follow the guidance below:

Furniture cushions

e Bramblecrest furniture can be left outdoors all year round, excluding cushions.

e During prolonged periods of non-use, store furniture cushions away in a well-ventilated
garage or outbuilding. Make sure they are clean and dry when you put them away and be
aware of mice and other nibbling pests.

Table tops
e Use coasters to protect table tops from heat and water marks.

Rattan

e For rattan furniture, use a soft brush to clear away any leaves or garden debris. If there are
any dirty marks on the rattan or table top, clean with a cloth and warm soapy water. When
dry, cover the furniture with the appropriate cover for your furniture set.

Aluminium

e For aluminium furniture, clean the frame and table top with a soft cloth and warm soapy
water. As the aluminium is powder-coated, it will not rust so can be left outside to elements.
However, if you wish to protect it from garden debris and bird excrement, it can be covered
with our furniture covers.

Parasols

e Do not leave open parasols unattended.

e Parasols should be closed during windy weather.

e Parasols should be closed and covered with a parasol cover when the canopy is dry. Best
to store indoors during prolonged periods of non-use, especially if situated in an exposed
location.

Teak
e Teak tables and benches should be left uncovered. Due to the natural properties of teak, the
furniture will mellow to a silver-grey colour.

Firepits

e Periodically remove the lava rocks and examine the burner and its components for faults.

e Clean portholes in the burner, making sure there are no obstructions.

e Before use, check the gas bottle and connecting hose are not cracked or damaged in any
way.

e To clean the safety glass shield, we recommend the use of any proprietary glass or window
cleaner.

Covers

e Bramblecrest covers for your product are available from our online shop or from your
Bramblecrest stockist.

e When using furniture covers, remember to check from time to time that any pooled areas of
rainwater are pushed off.

General

e Any moving parts should be lubricated at the beginning and end of the outdoor season.

e At the end of this product’s life span, please dispose of it responsibly and recycle where
possible.
